sult, or has a diagnosis of suspected or confirmed
Covid-19.

have been identified as at risk of infection with
Covid-19 by NHS Test and Trace.

are within any self-isolation or quarantine periods.

Please observe the points above even if you have
no symptoms or do not feel unwell.
